Yazoo Pale Ale (5.8%) - Nashville, TN - A wonderful hop aroma is balanced nicely with a toasty
malt body. Hopped with Amarillo, Perle, and Cascade hops

Yazoo Hefeweizen (5.0%) - Nashville, TN - An authentic Bavarian Hefeweizen wheat beer. True
Hefeweizen yeast gives it a fruity, banana aroma with a hint of cloves and a tart finish.

Yazoo Dos Perros (3.5%) - Nashville, TN - Of Austrian decent, this Mexican Alt style beer is a
mix of malty, sweet, and hops.

Yazoo Wassail - Nashville, TN - Big on flavor, this medium bodied, spice infused beer infused
gives a nod to the mulled drinks of Britain and Europe.

Yazoo Sly Rye Porter (5.7%) - Nashville, TN - A rich, chocolaty English Porter with a clean
finish, using English floor-malted grain. A portion of malted rye gives a spicy, slightly dry finish.

Yazoo Onward Stout (3.8%) - Nashville, TN - Rich espresso notes fade to a dry, roasted finish.
English Pale malt, roasted barley, black patent malt, East Kent Goldings hops and Target hops.

Abita Purple Haze (4.2%) - Abita Springs, Louisiana -A crisp, American style wheat beer with
raspberry puree added after filtration.The raspberries provide the lager with a subtle purple
coloration and haze, a fruity aroma, and a tartly sweet taste.

BBC Nut Brown Ale (4.9%) — Louisville, KY — Traditional English ale withvarious pale, caramel
and dark malts create a smooth, sweet malt profile with hints of roasted nuttiness. Multiple
additions of English hops round out the flavors and give this beer a true flavor of the Old World.

Coney Island Lager (Kosher) (5.5%) — New York, New York — 8 malts, 6 hops, and Czech Pilsner
yeast make an excellent, complex lager. Certified Kosher.

Highland Kashmir TPA (5.6%) — Ashville, North Carolina - A brilliant, dry pale ale with an
aggressive hop character balanced with a smooth finish. Hopped with Stryian Goldings, Mt.
Hood, Fuggles, Magnum, and Willamette hops.

Left Hand Milk Stout (5.9%) — Longmont, Colorado — Strong roasted malt and coffee flavors build
the foundation of this classic cream stout. The addition of milk sugar mellows the malts’ roast and
gives a broad, creamy mouthfeel.

Scrimshaw Pilsner (4.4%) — Fort Bragg, California - A fresh tasting Pilsner brewed in the finest
European tradition using Munich malt and, Hallertauer and Tettnang hops. Scrimshaw has a
subtle hop character, a crisp, clean palate, and a dry finish.

Sierra Nevada Pale Ale (5.6%) — Chico, California — A full-bodied, complex Pale Ale. Hopped with
Cascade hops, giving a fragrant bouquet and spicy flavor.

Terrapin Hop Karma — (6.0%) — Athens, GA - Formerly known as India Brown Ale. A collision
between a hoppy, west coast IPA and a complex, malty brown ale. Brewed with 7 different malts,
hopped with Nugget, Chinook, Centennial, Willamette, Columbus (Dry Hop).
